HOME REPAIR ASSISTANCE
There are several programs that provide home repair grants or low-interest loans to low-income homeowners. These programs are run by the City of Philadelphia’s Office of Housing and Community Development, the Philadelphia Housing Development Corporation, and other agencies. Community Legal Services does not assist homeowners in applying for these programs. Some local elected officials provide applications and assistance at their constituent service offices. Waiting lists for some of these programs can be very long.
These are some of the programs:

Adaptive Modifications Program

Provides free adaptations to house or apartment of low-income disabled individuals.

Basic Systems Repair Program

Free major repairs to electrical, plumbing, and/or heating systems of an owner-occupied property.

Weatherization Assistance Program

Philadelphia Home Improvement Loan

Provides low-interest home improvement loans up to $25,000 to qualified homeowners.

PHL-Plus/MINI-PHL Loan Programs

Provides home improvement and energy improvement loans to owners with less-than-perfect credit. Housing counseling required.
Senior Housing Assistance Repair Program (SHARP)

Free repairs where homeowner is 60 years or older. Includes minor modifications for disabilities.
